The project is bordered on the north by the Ventura County line, on the south by the
Oakridge Fuel Bed, on the east by the Ventura County line and on the west by the
Fillmore Fuel Bed.

Project Description: The Piru fuel bed, fire roads and fuel breaks provide a fire
access and defensible space for the communities contained within the project
location. The following are fire roads and fuel breaks within the fuel bed: US Fish and
Game Upper Hopper Canyon Fire Road (access to Ranch) approx4 miles with access
from Burson Ranch Road out of Filimore. Hopper Canyon Road approx 6 miles with
access from Telegraph Road from the south, Toms Canyon Ranch Road from the
west. Holser Canyon Road approx 2.85 miles with access from Piru Canyon and San
Martinez oil field at Loma Verde Motorway. Lechler Canyon Fire Road approx 3.52
miles with access from Piru Dam and East Holser Road. Burson Ranch Road approx
10 miles with access from Foothill/Tietsort and Goodenough Road. Fillmore East Fire
Road/Fuel Break approx 5.71 miles with access from Hwy 126 at Texaco Rd, Pole
Creek and S & G Ranch Road. Pole Creek Fire Road approx 2 miles with access from
Hwy 126 in Fillmore north to Satellite St, and 4™ St from the west. Hopper Ranch Fire
Road approx 1.2 miles with access from US Fish and Game Upper Canyon Fire Road
from the north, Tom’s Canyon Ranch Road from the south. Fairview Canyon Fire
Road approx .75 miles with access from Telegraph Road from the south. Grimes
Canyon Ranch approx 6 miles with access from Hwy 23 south of Fillmore bottom
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canyon. Waring Canyon Fire Road approx .65 miles with access from Center Stireet.
Modelo Canyon Fire Road approx 2.1 miles with access from Piru Canyon Road. Lime
Canyon Fire Road approx 4.25 miles with access from Dominguez Canyon Road from
the north and Piru Canyon road from the east. Blanchard Canyon Fire Road approx
5.8 miles with acces from Piru Canyon Road. The existing fire road systems are not all
weather roads and require annual maintenance. Existing fire road systems will be
maintained by the use of heavy equipment which could include dozer, road grader
and back hoe. In addition to the grading of the road surface, all drainage systems will
be maintained in working order and configured to reduce adverse environmental
impacts. Brush adjacent to and impacting the road systems and fuel breaks shall be
maintained to desired levels using some or all of the following methods. Dozing, hand
cutting and chipping, mechanical mowing, cut stack and pile burning, discing, and
grazing.
